The Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors met Thursday, January 21, 2010, at the Upper Big Blue Natural  
Resources District office to discuss and vote on January’s committee actions and reports: 
 
 
BOARD OF DIRECTOR POSITIONS for 2010  
Upper Big Blue NRD board members were nominated and votes were cast to fill board positions for 2010 as  
follows:   Augustus M. “Gus” Brown, Jr. of York—CHAIRMAN;  Douglas Bruns of Waco—VICE CHAIRMAN;  
Linda L. Luebbe of Beaver Crossing—SECRETARY;  William “Bill” Stahly of Milford—TREASURER;   
Douglas L. Dickinson of Seward—NARD (Nebraska Association of Resources Districts) REPRESENTATIVE;  
and Yvonne C. Austin of Staplehurst— NARD (Nebraska Association of Resources Districts) REPRESENTATIVE 
ALTERNATE.     
 
PUBLIC HEARINGS SCHEDULED: 
Two Public Hearings concerning proposed changes to the District’s Rules 4 and 5 are scheduled for February18, 
2010.  The first public hearing will begin at 1:30 p.m. for proposing changes to Rule 5.  These changes would re-
move the existing allocation time period and amount, and add provisions to establish an allocation period and 
amount if the District average groundwater level falls below the allocation trigger. 
 
The second public hearing will immediately follow the close of the first public hearing.  The second public hearing 
addresses proposed changes to District Rule 4.  These changes would clarify the definition of improper irrigation  
runoff, limiting it to irrigation runoff that contributes to the waste of groundwater.  These proposed changes would 
also define different methods of irrigation. 
 
The meeting of the Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors will immediately follow the close of the second public 
hearing. 
 
UPDATE:  CERTIFICATION OF IRRIGATED ACRES REPORTING:  
The NRD Board approved certification of 2,723 irrigated acres through January 14, 2010.  This brings the total to 
1,156,320 certified irrigated acres District-wide.  If the District average groundwater level falls more than 3.20 feet 
below the spring 2009 District Average Groundwater Level, then allocation of groundwater will begin.  The District 
average groundwater level is determined each spring by measuring the static groundwater level in over 500 wells 
across the NRD.  The 2010 District average groundwater level will be determined in April 2010. 
 
UPDATE:  2009 IRRIGATION WITHDRAWAL:  
As of January 20, 2010, approximately 90% percent of the operators have reported their 2009 groundwater  
withdrawal. 
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DISTRICT-WIDE news: 
Cost-sharing: 
The Board approved $2,225.60 of Land Treatment Program cost-share payments on 1 application for Nebraska Soil 
& Water Conservation Program (NSWCP) funds for the implementation of 1 buried pivot line.  The NRD board 
also approved 2 payments totaling $738.40 for WILD Nebraska contracts. 
 
HEMENWAY GROUNDWATER ENGINEERING: 
Courtney Hemenway submitted a bill for review work completed to date on the Platte and Blue River groundwater 
computer models.  The bill is $4,095.00.  The amended total amount for the contract is $25,000.  After this pay-
ment the unspent contract balance will be $5,919.04.  The Upper Big Blue NRD Board moved to approve payment 
of $4,095.00 to Hemenway Groundwater Engineering for groundwater model review work completed through 
January 6, 2010. 
 
WELL CONSTRUCTION PERMITS issued in December 2009: 
Throughout the month of December 2009, 10 well construction permits were issued.  This brings the total for  
calendar year 2009 to 107 well construction permits.   
 
This concludes the actions of the Upper Big Blue Natural Resources District Board of Directors meeting of  
January 21, 2010.

Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors Met on February 18, 2010 
 

The Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors met Thursday, February 18, 2010, at the Upper Big Blue Natural  
Resources District office to discuss and vote on February’s committee actions and reports: 
 
PUBLIC HEARINGS RESULTS for RULES 4 & 5: 
Two Public Hearings concerning proposed changes to the District’s Rules 4 and 5 were scheduled for February 18, 
2010, in conjunction with the Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors Meeting.  The results are as follows: 
 
The Upper Big Blue NRD Board approved changes to Rule 5 to reflect no allocation number in acre inches.  The 
originally rule read that 48.0 acre/inches of water would be allocated for three years, when the “allocation trigger” is 
reached on the District’s average groundwater level.  As it now stands, no number of acre inches for allocation is 
designated.  When the allocation trigger is hit in the future, the NRD Board will then determine a number in acre 
inches for an allocation amount based on the best data available at that time including historical data gathered 
through required crop water use reports that the Upper Big Blue NRD has been collecting since 2007.  
 
In regard to Rule 4, Nebraska State law requires that waters of the state be put to ‘beneficial use’.  “When ground-
water is used for irrigation, and is allowed to leave the land that is being irrigated in a manner, or an amount, that 
does not meet recognized irrigation efficiency standards, the Upper Big Blue NRD would consider this to be waste-
ful,” stated Rod DeBuhr, NRD Water Department Manager. 
 
“Over the years, the Upper Big Blue NRD found itself dealing with disputes between landowners and not necessar-
ily dealing with the waste of groundwater.  We were playing the role of “mediator” during these disputes, rather 
than regulating the misuse of a resource,” says John Turnbull, NRD General Manager.   
 
The Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors approved to adjust the language if Rule 4 to reflect these aforemen-
tioned concerns. 
 
UPGRADING THE BRUCE L. ANDERSON RECREATION AREA — YORK: 
On February 11, 2010, Matt Sutton of Schemmer Associates, Inc., presented the NRD’s Projects and Programs 
Committee with two different layouts for upgrading the Anderson Recreation Area at Recharge Lake.  Two concepts 
were discussed with the following preliminary costs:  Concept A - $612,000.00; Concept B - $643,000.00: 
 
The Upper Big Blue NRD Board approved Concept A.  Concept A includes:  Twelve (12) RV concrete pad parking 
stalls and RV dump station, electric hook-up to RV parking stalls, restroom with water service, two picnic shelters, 
picnic tables, grills, amphitheater, landscaping, planting new trees, plus clearing, grubbing, and grading work.

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SCHEMMER ASSOCIATES, INC., PAYMENT – BRUCE L. ANDERSON RECREATION AREA  
PRELIMINARY DESIGN TOPOGRAPHIC SURVEY: 
Schemmer Associates, Inc., has been hired by the District to do the preliminary design and topographic survey 
work for upgrading the recreation area at the Bruce L. Anderson Recreation Area at Recharge Lake.  The prelimi-
nary design work was estimated to cost $12,700.00, and the topographic survey was estimated to cost $3,600.00.  
Schemmer Associates, Inc., has submitted a bill for a first payment of $6,902.00 which entails the following cost: 
 Preliminary Design $3,302.00 (26% of estimated cost) 
 Topographic Survey $3,600.00 (100% of estimated cost) 
 
The NRD Board passed the motion that the Upper Big Blue Natural Resource District make a first payment of 
$6,902.00 to Schemmer Associates, Inc., for the preliminary design and topographic survey work completed as of 
December 31, 2009. 
 
 
RECHARGE LAKE – NEBRASKA PUBLIC POWER DISTRICT EASEMENT: 
On February 11, 2010, Dennis Ditloff with the Nebraska Public Power District met with the Projects & Programs 
Committee to review the easement for an electric transmission line located on the south line of the Anderson Rec-
reation Area located at Recharge Lake at York.  The District will be paid $600.00 for the granting of the easement. 
 
The NRD Board approved the easement for the electric transmission line located on the Anderson Recreation Area. 
 
 
BLUE BASIN & PLATTE RIVER BASIN GROUNDWATER MODELING UPDATE: 
Hemenway groundwater engineering bill: 
A bill has been received from Courtney Hemenway for review work on the Blue Basin Model.  The bill is for 
$2,520.00.  The Upper Big Blue NRD Board approved payment of this bill. 
 
Brown and Caldwell proposal for Platte River Basin Baseflow calculations: 
The Upper Big Blue NRD Board reviewed the groundwater modeling effort for the Platte Basin, which is the  
expansion of the Blue Basin Model.  Part of the work will require an analysis of Platte River flows.   The analysis 
needed is to figure out what part of the flow in the Platte River and its tributaries comes from groundwater.  It was 
recommended that the firm of Brown and Caldwell be hired to conduct this baseflow separation study.  This is the 
same firm that did the technical work for the NRDs in the fully appropriated review for the Lower Platte River  
Basin.  Brown and Caldwell estimate the cost of the Baseflow Separation Study to be $50,967.00. 
The Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors approved hiring Brown and Caldwell, Inc., (Phoenix, Arizona) to 
conduct the Baseflow Separation Study of the Platte River for a fee not to exceed $50,967.00. 
 
 
PARKS & RECREATION – CITY OF AURORA – EDGERTON PARK/MITCHELL FIELD AND  
REFSHAUGE PARK/FIELD: 
On February 11, 2010, Jim Nietfeld, the Parks and Recreation Superintendent for the City of Aurora, presented the 
Upper Big Blue NRD’s Projects and Programs Committee a plan for planting trees at the Edgerton Park/Mitchell 
Field and Refshauge Park/Field.  The plans are to replace the dead Austrian Pine with Norway Spruce, Concolor 
Fir, Ponderosa Pine, and Domingo Pine.  The City of Aurora’s Parks Department would remove the dead trees and 
plant the new trees.  The plans are to plant 20 trees at an approximate cost of $112.50 each for a total cost of 
$2,250.00.  The District’s policy is to cost-share 25% of the total cost, not to exceed $10,000.  The NRD Board ap-
proved the request. 
 
TRANSFER AUTHORIZATION: 
The Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors moved to approve “Transfer Authorization T-11” requested by Mike 
Kamler and Charles Dondlinger to transfer groundwater from the NE1/4 of Section 15-T6N-R4W, using existing 
well G-006082, to irrigate 12 acres in the SW1/4 of Section 14-T6N-R4W, all in Fillmore County.  The proposed 
transfer meets all of the requirements of the Upper Big Blue NRD’s transfer regulations.

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PROJECTS AND PROGRAMS COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVE ON BOARD EXECUTIVE  
COMMITTEE: 
The Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors approved the motion that NRD Board Member Mike Nuss serve on the 
Executive Committee representing the Projects & Programs Committee. 
 
CHEMIGATION YEAR END SUMMARY: 
Forty-six (46) new and 281 renewal permits were issued. The District collected $4,200 in permit fees. $794.00 of this 
is due to the Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality for their share of the permit fees.  The Upper Big Blue 
NRD Board approved this payment. 
 
PAYMENT TO CENTRAL DISTRICT HEALTH DEPARTMENT: 
Central District Health Department conducted 205 nitrate analyses for the District during 2009 at a cost of $6.00 each 
for a total $1,230.00.  The NRD Board approved this payment.  
 
UPDATE:  CERTIFICATION OF IRRIGATED ACRES REPORTING:  
The NRD Board approved certification of 2,104 irrigated acres through February 11, 2010.  This brings the total to 
1,157,705 certified irrigated acres District-wide.  If the District average groundwater level falls more than 3.20 feet 
below the spring 2009 District Average Groundwater Level, then allocation of groundwater will begin.  The District 
average groundwater level is determined each spring by measuring the static groundwater level in over 500 wells 
across the NRD.  The 2010 District average groundwater level will be determined in April 2010. 
 
DISTRICT-WIDE news: 
Cost-sharing: 
Board approval was given for Aquifer Quality Well Abandonment Cost-Share Assistance Program (AQWACAP) 
payments totaling $3,008.65 for seven (7) well-abandonments.  The Board also approved $8,237.01 of Land Treat-
ment Program cost-share payments on two (2) applications for Nebraska Soil & Water Conservation Program 
(NSWCP) funds for the implementation of one (1) sediment control basin and one (1) terrace system.  These cost-
share payments provide incentives for cooperators to install and maintain conservation practices throughout the Dis-
trict for the purpose of conserving Nebraska’s natural resources.   
 
WELL CONSTRUCTION PERMITS issued in January 2010: 
Throughout the month of January 2010, seven (7) well construction permits were issued.  This brings the total for  
calendar year 2010 to seven (7) well construction permits.

Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors Met on March 18, 2010 
 

The Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors met Thursday, March 18, 2010, at the Upper Big Blue Natural Resources 
District office to discuss and vote on March’s committee actions and reports: 
 
UPGRADING THE BRUCE L. ANDERSON RECREATION AREA — YORK: 
Preliminary Design Topographic Survey: 
Schemmer Associates, Inc., has been hired by the District to do the preliminary design and topographic survey work for  
upgrading the Recreation Area at Recharge Lake.  The preliminary design work was estimated to cost $12,700.00, and the  
topographic survey was estimated to cost $3,600.00.  (The District made a payment of $3,600.00 for topographic survey work 
completed and $3,302.00 for preliminary design completed as of December 31, 2009).  Schemmer Associates, Inc., has  
submitted a bill of $9,398.00 for the preliminary design work completed through January 31, 2010, for the Anderson  
Recreation Area at Recharge Lake.

Final Design Proposal: 
The District has received a proposal from Schemmer Associates, Inc. to do the final design on the Anderson Recreation Area at 
Recharge Lake.  The final lump sum bid was $2,350.00 for additional topographic survey work for the dump station and 
$49,965.00 for final design and bid phase services for a total not to exceed $52,315.00. 
 
Final Design and Bid Phase—Prepare final drawings based on accepted preliminary design Concept “A” including:  Gravel 
drive with 12 concrete RV pads, standard restroom building with no showers, one large and one small standard picnic shelter, 
amphitheater with concrete state and tiered seating, expanded gravel parking lot with 2 ADA accessible parking stalls, power 
to RV pads, amphitheater and restroom facility, an RV dump station, and the renovation of the existing well or new well con-
struction for the restroom building water supply. 
 
The Final Drawing should include the following:  Cover sheet, removal plan, site layout plan, grading & erosion control plan, 
utility plan, landscape plan, and miscellaneous details.  Other specifics that must be included in the final plans include:  prepare 
Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) and Notice of Intent (NOI) for submittal to Nebraska Department of  
Environmental Quality, prepare technical specifications and incorporate front end bidding documents provided by the NRD,  
prepare statement of probable construction costs for final design, attend meetings at the NRD office, provide hand copies of the 
contract documents to the NRD, and provide services during the bidding phase. 
 
The Upper Big Blue Natural District Board of Directors authorized to make a payment of $9,398.00 for the preliminary design 
work completed as of January 31, 2010, and enter into an agreement with Schemmer Associates, Inc., to do the final design for 
the proposed recreation facilities at the Anderson Recreation Area at Recharge Lake at a cost not to exceed $52,315.00. 
 
 
 

FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE: 
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COMMUNITY NATIVE GRASS RESOURCES PROGRAM — CROSS COUNTRY PUBLIC SCHOOL: 
The purpose of this project is to restore, enhance and manage grassland habitat for the benefit of wildlife and student  
education.  Cross Country Public School (south of Stromsburg, NE on Hwy 66) has a 21 acre area area to be seeded to a warm 
season grass.  The plans are to complete the project this spring of 2010.  The estimated cost of completing this project is 
$3,666.00 which includes herbicide treatment on invasive vegetation, planting mixture, planting of the grass, and signage.  
The seed mix is estimated to cost $2,100.00 on $100.00/acre.  The cost of the grass seed will be split equally between the  
Nebraska Game & Parks Commission, Pheasants Forever, and the Upper Big Blue Natural Resources District. 
 
Resident wildlife, certain migratory birds and pollinators will benefit from the enhanced value of this habitat.  As important is 
the opportunity for the students of Cross County School to observe and study the values of a diverse, native grassland habitat 
to various wildlife species.  There are considerable curriculum-based, learning opportunities available if the site is used as an 
outdoor classroom/laboratory.  These opportunities can be tailored by individual teachers to the appropriate age group or level 
of students. 
 
The Cross County School will be responsible to treat the invasive vegetation and prepare and plant the grass seed.  The Upper 
Big Blue Natural Resources District’s total share of the project cost would be $700.00.  This program offers financial  
assistance to public entities for establishing native grass plantings that would be beneficial to lands surrounding wastewater 
treatment lagoons, lands within a wellhead protection area, and areas suitable for wildlife habitat improvement.   
 
The Upper Big Blue Natural Resources District Board of Directors approved entering into an agreement with the Cross 
County Public School and to fund the Community Native Grass Resources Program at a cost not to exceed $700.00. 
 
GROUNDWATER MODELING CONTRACT EXTENSION: 
The Upper Big Blue NRD Water Committee was briefed on March 11, for the need to extend the contract with Hemenway 
Groundwater Engineers for the review work on the river basin groundwater model.  The existing contract was authorized for 
$25,000.  There is a balance of $3,399.04 on the contract, but it is not enough to do the review of the expanded Blue Basin 
Model currently being developed.  It was recommended that a contract extension of an additional $15,000 be necessary.  The 
total authorization would now be $40,000.  The Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors approved this contract extension for 
a total not to exceed $40,000.00, in order to conduct the expanded Blue Basin Groundwater Model Review and consulting for 
the District. 
 
WELL SPACING VARIANCE REQUEST IS DENIED: 
Mr. Duane Merkel requested that a variance for well spacing be granted for his proposed well in Section 36-T9N-R7W,  
Hamilton County.  Upper Big Blue NRD District Rule 5, Chapter 10 – “Water Well Spacing”, requires that a well be  
constructed a minimum of 1,000 feet from other wells under different ownership.  Mr. Merkel’s proposed well site is  
approximately 700 feet from a well owned by Scherff Farms.  Mr. Merkel did obtain a waiver from Scherff Farms.  However, 
a well owned by Irene Ochsner is approximately 930 feet from the center of Mr. Merkel’s property.  Ms. Ochsner has not 
signed a waiver.  As a result, the Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors moved to deny a well spacing variance requested 
by Mr. Duane Merkel for construction of a well in the SW1/4 of Section 36-T9N-R7W. 
 
CERTIFICATION OF IRRIGATED ACRES REPORTING  - UPDATE:  
The Upper Big Blue NRD Board approved certification of 16,479 irrigated acres through March 11, 2010.  These are due  
primarily to annual county assessor record keeping updates.  District-wide, this brings the total to 1,158,869 certified irrigated 
acres. 
 
FLOWMETER COST-SHARE — Final Payments Update:  
Five flowmeters have been installed this month, and the NRD staff has inspected and approved these installations.  The NRD 
Board approved payment of $2,500.00, in cost-share for these 5 meters.  Cost-share money for the flowmeter program has 
come to the Upper Big Blue Natural Resources District in the form of a $900,000 grant from the Nebraska Environmental 
Trust.   
 
NOTICE OF BOARD MEETING DATE CHANGE: 
The Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors approved changing the July board meeting date from July 15 to July 22 to  
allow time for the year-end financial data to be compiled. The July committee meetings will then take place during the week 
of July 12. 
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DISTRICT-WIDE news: 
Cost-sharing: 
Board approval was given for Aquifer Quality Well Abandonment Cost-Share Assistance Program (AQWACAP) payments 
totaling $987.39 for two (2) well-abandonments.  The Board also approved $7,504.66 of Land Treatment Program cost-share 
payments on two (2) applications for Nebraska Soil & Water Conservation Program (NSWCP) funds for the implementation of 
one (1) pivot nozzle system and one (1) terrace system.  These cost-share payments provide incentives for cooperators to install 
and maintain conservation practices throughout the District for the purpose of conserving Nebraska’s natural resources.   
 
Nebraska Buffer Strip Contracts: 
The Upper Big Blue NRD Board of Directors approved the payment of $4,382.78 for six (6) Nebraska Buffer Strip Contracts in 
Butler, Clay, Hamilton, and Seward Counties.  
 
Wild Nebraska Contract: 
The Upper Big Blue Natural Resources District approved making a final payment of $4,315.22 on the Wild Nebraska contract  
#397 to Melvin W. Taylor for the renovation and wetland re-establishment work completed on the wetland located on the 
SW1/4 of Section 30, T8N-R1W Fillmore County, Nebraska. 
 
The project is being pursued in accordance with Wildlife Extension Agreement (WEA) NE-64850-07-28.  The project is part of 
a larger, Rainwater Basin Joint Venture partnering effort that will restore habitats, but will also protect these habitats via  
easement placement.  This WILD Nebraska project agreement is for $13,300.00 ($3,300.00 Upper Big Blue NRD / $10,000.00 
Nebraska Game and Parks Commission) and is only a portion of the total project cost to date.  Easement costs and incentives 
are being paid by other partners as noted in the Wildlife Extension Agreement. 
 
Project emphasis is providing habitat for spring migrating waterbirds.  The wetland renovation will result in shallow-water  
habitats.  This project is considered to be “working land” and the landowner can manage the site as he sees appropriate in his 
land management operation.  However, during the term of this agreement the landowner must control woody plant invasion in 
renovated areas.  Other activities like burning, grazing, and haying are allowed following stand establishment (usually not until 
the third year).  Care should be used when using herbicides, limiting applications to spot spraying. 
 
Renovation activities included restoring hydrology to the wetland acres by disabling surface drains, removal of invasive trees,  
re-seeding cropland acres and placement of a water-control structure. 
 
 
WELL CONSTRUCTION PERMITS issued in February 2010: 
Throughout the month of February 2010, three (3) well construction permits were issued.  This brings the total for calendar year 
2010 to ten (10) well construction permits.

	The next step for the Upper Big Blue NRD is to enter into a formal agreement with the Nebraska Department of Roads and to share in the design and development of the trail extension.  The Nebraska Department of Roads has assigned Sinclair Hille Architects to work directly with the NRD and the City of Seward to facilitate state and

	Details and Background of the Trail System in Seward — Phase I & II:

	The first phase of the Plum Creek Hiking & Biking Trail began with the Upper Big Blue NRD breaking ground and clearing a limited portion of trees and shrubs to build the trail on the east side of the City of Seward in the fall of 2002.  The existing 2.5 mile trail winds down from Plum Creek Park in northeast Seward, moves along the lower campus of Concordia University, and follows the creek to the south of Highway 34.  The first phase of the trail ended at the wastewater treatment plant on the southeast side of Seward and was finished during the fall of 2003.  The existing trail is comprised of smooth-surface concrete and is networked by four wooden bridges, which span over various sections of Plum Creek, and is designed for both pedestrians and cyclists.
